New York’s Teacher Shortage and Workforce Diversity
New York is facing a teacher shortage that has already emerged in difficult to staff subject areas and high
needs districts, both urban and rural.
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The education workforce in New York State does not reflect the diversity of our student population.

e Nationally, 38% of the student population is Hispanic/Latino or African American. That number is
expected to increase to 52% by 2020. Only 8% of teachers are Hispanic/Latino and 7% are African
American.

e In New York State, 43% of the students are Hispanic/Latino or African American, compared to 16% of
the teacher population.
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
